Our Selves, Our Lives as Prayer, A  Journaling Workshop presented by Donna Larson (afternoon choice 1)
“St. Augustine said, God knows me more intimately than I know my self.  And if prayer is an ever deepening relationship with God in which we bring ourselves and our lives to Him, don’t we have an obligation to know, as best we can, whom it is we are bringing? Self-knowledge is not egoism, but a work God calls us to do.  If we are to seek and serve Christ in others, we must first know who we are.  And so, as Frederick Buechner tells us, we must listen to our lives.  In this workshop we will explore methods of listening for, and hearing, the Spirit of God within us.”  The workshop is led by Donna Larson, parishioner at St. Anne’s Episcopal Church, writer, editor and coach. Journals and pens will be provided.
Basket Weaving with Sandy Hayman (afternoon choice 2)

Using her own materials, Sandy Hayman will lead a basket weaving workshop in weaving a napkin basket approximately 6” square. Sandy hand dyes reeds using natural materials. Everyone will have a choice of colors from which to choose. Sandy has lead workshops at the Foundry in Denton (under the auspices of the Caroline County Council of the Arts), the Benedictine School and the Riverside Hotel in Greensborough.
